All submissions will be processed and treated
as non-confidential unless confidential
treatment of all or parts of a response has been
requested.

In order to claim confidentiality for
information in submissions that stakeholders
regard as business secrets or otherwise
confidential, stakeholders must provide a non-
confidential version of such documents in
which the information considered confidential
is blacked out. The “blackened out” portion/s
should be contained in square brackets. From
the non-confidential version, it has to be clear
where information has been deleted. To
understand where redactions have been made,
stakeholders must add indications such as

“business secret”, “confidential” or
“confidential information”.
A comprehensive justification must be

provided for each and every part of the
submission required to be treated as
confidential.  Furthermore, confidentiality
cannot be claimed for the entire or whole
sections of the document, as it is normally
possible to protect confidential information
with limited redactions.
